DAYTON TOWN COUNCIL MINUTES

January 14, 2013

COUNCIL MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Charles Long, Council members Laura
Daily, Josh Lyons, Jeff Daly, and Greg Trissel.

COUNCIL MEMBERS ABSENT: Kehris Snead and Steve Dean.

CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Long called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. and
welcomed the guests. The Pledge of Allegiance and Invocation were led by Mayor
Long.

MINUTES: Mayor Long asked for comments pertaining to minutes of the Council
meeting dated December 10, 2012. Hearing none, a motion by Councilperson Daily
was seconded by Lyons to approve minutes as is and passed by Council. (those in
favor; Long, Daily, Lyons, Daly; one abstention; Trissel)

and should have a preliminary budget by February.

PLANNING COMMISSION: Jerry Critcher for Gerald Lehman
Mr. Critcher reported that the PC recommends that the Artisans Courtyard be
rezoned to B-1. The PC recommends layout 2A for the proposed restaurant on Main

Street, reversing the floor plan.

two absent; Dean, Snead)

MOVED, THAT JERRY CRITCHER BE APPOINTED TO THE
PLAINNING COMMISSION FOR THE REMAINDER OF THE
TERM OF KEHRIS SNEAD.
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A motion by Councilperson Trissel to recommend that the Circuit Court appoint
Colby Miller to the Board of Zoning Appeals was seconded by Councilperson Daily.
(those in favor; Long, Daily, Lyons, Trissel, Daly; two absent; Dean, Snead)

MOVED, THAT THE TOWN OF DAYTON MAKE A
RECOMMENDATION TO THE CIRCUIT COURT TO APPOINT
COLBY MILLER TO THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS.

TEA 21status update — John Crim briefed the Council in the status noting that there
was a delay because of DOT requiring a stretch of water line to be moved. He will
move forward with obtaining easements for Bowman and Ashby to speed things
along. Phase 1 Bowman to be completed this year; Phase 2 Ashby to be completed

next year.

NEW BUSINESS:

Mr. Long opened for discussion the proposed restaurant noting that it is strictly a
proposal of the layout to entice a potential buyer. An economic survey was returned
from about 40 percent of town residents stating that they want more places to visit

and eat downtown.

OPEN FORUM:

Charlie Pennybacker expressed concerns of his tax dollars being used to fund a
restaurant. and questioned parking. He currently pays to use parking spaces.
Council will look in to this.

Another resident questioned what would be the financial contribution of the Town.
MAYOR AND COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Mr. Lyons thanked Chief Conley for their efforts in the school and John Crim for
starting the open door forum.

Mr. Trissel thanked the snow removal crew.

APPROVAL OF BILLS:
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A motion by Councilperson Lyons to approve bills totaling $235,024.90 was
seconded Councilperson Daly and passed by Council by roll call vote: (those in favor;
Long, Daily, Lyons, Trissel, Daly; two absent; Dean, Snead)

MOVED, THAT BILLS TOTALING $235,024.90 BE APPROVED.
There being no further business to come before Council, a motion to adjourn by
Councilperson Trissel was seconded by Councilperson Lyons and passed

unanimously by Coundil.
