Leaves must be raked to
the edge of the property
line; however, please do
not put leaves in the
street, on the sidewalk,
or on top of graveled
driveways.

Ginkgo leaves or
leaves mixed with sticks,
brush, rocks, gravels,
nuts or other debris will
not be vacuumed, as
they clog and/or cause
damage the equipment.

Leaves not put out at
the curb for vacuum ser-
vice by the end of No-
vember must be bagged
in paper biodegradable
bags and put out for
collection on Wednes-
days of each week.

Adopts Golf
Cart Ordinance

The Dayton Town Council adopt-
ed an ordinance at their August 11th
meeting to allow the operation of
golf carts within the Dayton Town
limits on streets with speed limits of
25 MPH or less.

Code for regulations (e.g. required
safety equipment, inspections, insur-
ance, local vehicle license, etc.). The
Town Code can be found on the
Town’s website at www.daytonva.us
(select the “Town Government” tab,
then “Code and Budget.” The golf
cart ordinance is located under Title
2: Traffic and Streets; Motor Vehicle
Licenses, Chapter 5, §2-77—§2-88).
